Dunure Community Council is one of over 1,000 Community Councils operating throughout Scotland. 
Its purpose is to support and complement South Ayrshire Council in its matters of policy and operation; 
to ensure proper consultation on issues which affect the Community; and to express the wider views 
of the entire community. Over the past year or so, we have worked closely with South Ayrshire Council 
and other Public Authorities to ensure better road surfacing on Station Road, and at Pennyglen; regular 
road inspections and repairs to potholes; a traffic speed survey on Station Road; additional signage on 
Castle View; the installation of new Notice Boards in Kennedy Drive, and at Kennedy Park; and we will 
shortly install new Football & Rugby Posts in Kennedy Park. We have helped the Kennedy Hall & Park 
Committee, the Dunure Youth Club, the Dunure Environmental Group, and the Fisherton Primary 
School & Nursery Class Parent Council with funding and various other initiatives.
